Introduction and Background to the group

The Humber Sports Partnership is committed to promoting the safety and welfare of children and young people engaged in sporting activities locally. It aims to contribute to safeguarding children and young people by:

The Humber Safeguarding through Sport Group has been established to steer the safeguarding work of the HSP and its partners. Policies and procedures are only effective if people know about them, have ownership and the opportunity to express their views on how they are working.

1.1 Applying all five outcomes of Every Child Matters.

1.2 Meeting the requirements of the Standards for Safeguarding and Protecting Children in Sport (CPSU 2002)

1.3 Implementing and demonstrating best safeguarding practice when core staff and others working directly under the auspices of the HSP are providing services, activities and programmes for children and young people

1.4 Working with partners to establish and implement agreed, consistent minimum safeguarding standards for sports activities locally

1.5 Requiring those individuals or organisations that are funded or commissioned to provide any services for children and young people to effectively address safeguarding requirements

1.6 Maximising its influence to promote safeguarding practice and principles within its wider partnership roles and relationships

The Leaders of the HSP endorse these aims, and support the HSP in this work, and the development of a partnership implementation plan.

Name of the Group

The group shall be known as the “Humber Safeguarding through Sport Group”

Purpose of the Group

To promote the safest possible environment for young people to enjoy sport in the Humber sub-region

4
Aims of the Group

4.1 Provide effective communication between sports organisations across the Humber sub-region relating to safeguarding children and young people in sport
4.2 Review and amend as necessary relevant Child Protection Policies and Procedures for Sport
4.3 Meet the requirements of the Standards for Safeguarding and Protecting Children in Sport (CPSU 2002)
4.4 Develop promotional material and toolkits
4.5 Develop awareness raising and training opportunities for staff and volunteers
4.6 Share good practice within organisations to promote continual improvement
4.7 Carry out joint working practices and projects that improve quality and provide efficiencies
4.8 Create links with statutory agencies related to safeguarding children including Humberside Police, NSPCC and the Local Safeguarding Children Boards

Membership of the Group

5.1 Local Authority lead child protection officers for sport
5.2 Humber Sports Partnership Child Protection Lead Officer
5.3 English Gymnastics Regional Manager

5.4 East Riding County FA Welfare Officer

5.5 Services 2 Sport Coaching Development Manager

5.6 Chair of the HSP Executive Board
5.7 Others invited as deemed appropriate

The group will co-opt additional members from organisations with common purpose or specialist knowledge to assist the needs of work areas as determined by the group.
It is expected that each member of the group disseminates information (as necessary) through their own organisation (or other group in respect of personnel).
6
Meetings

6.1 Meetings will take place at least 6 times a year.  Other meetings may be organised if deemed appropriate.
6.2 Local Authorities to send an appropriate representation to all meetings
6.3 An agenda and supporting documents will be circulated a minimum of 7 days prior to each meeting.
6.4 Partners should contact the chair at least 2 weeks prior to the next meeting date to add an item to the agenda. 
6.5 The Humber Sport Partnership Core Team will provide secretarial support to the group.
6.6 The venue of the meetings will be The Octagon, Walker Street, Hull, HU3 2RA.

Operation and Planning

The group will develop an annual implementation plan which will be monitored and reviewed at each meeting.
8
Accountabilities

8.1 To ensure that the 'duty to co-operate' is understood and acted upon by all providers.
8.2 To support all efforts to ensure the safeguarding of children by providers
8.3 To ensure that latest best practice is available & disseminated
8.4 To guide & standardise the training of sport providers
8.5 To refer to the designated Child Protection Officer/s within member organisations.
8.6 To work with partner agencies to safeguard children and the work of the four LSCBs.
8.7 To share information with and between the Steering Group and wider membership.
